Danny Rolph
Danny Rolph’s contribution to the contemporary art world is as distinctive as his choice of materials. A painter who finds inspiration in Architecture, and incorporates a spatial dynamic into his works on paper, canvas and polycarbonate. He uses snapshots, pages from colouring books and other found objects to create large scale works with an inherent love of colour. His unconventional media will surprise viewers, and will also provide the key to the fascination with his work.
Gordon Cheung

A multi media artist, his work is a comment on commerce, capitalism, power, belief, control and destruction. Using diverse source materials such as financial papers, Cheung combines sculpture, painting and animation to create dreamlike re-workings of symbols of contemporary global culture. Exclusively for 501 UP, Cheung will create a one off work on paper. The show will coincide with his upcoming solo exhibition in Shanghai.
Ed Hodgkinson
Ed Hodgkinson plays with the spontaneity, simplicity and experimentation inherent in the drawn line in his enamel on aluminium large-scale works. Questioning the distinctions between painting and drawing, he employs a graphically simple line against flat fields of pure colour to create minimal, lyrical representations of the female nude.

A mixed media artist, Lamb possesses an intelligent visual language that manifests in wall based work, drawings and installations. Uncertainly pieced together remnants of the past create seemingly random and chaotic culminations of a misremembered history.
