Nikola Savic
Nikola Savic examines in his last paintings,post apocalyptic visions of his trademark object machine like shapes that make meaning directly to its post object-painting referent. Hi newly invented quasi-organic forms take on star shaped boards and stainless steel surfaces. Savic’s forms are this time more moderate and in tune with our current industrial reorganization of form and object. These paintings are in close relationship to Post American Art where we can recall Jasper Jones’s stars and John Chamberlain’s car constructions.

Jasmina Cibic
Cibic Work is presented as specific events in which she interrupts or modifies the normal order of events that usually occur around a chosen place. Cibic does not photograph the reality she finds. Instead she constructs and theatricalises her on spaces and situation. Her “sets” are created with a very personal poetry and certain confusion of the situation.

Sinta Tantra
Sinta Tantra work explores the delight in surface image, the porous boundary between pictural and physical spaces, the ideas of spectacle, submergence and superabundance. Born in New York and of Balinese descent, Tantra uses her perspective as a partial outsider to investigate a blend of nostalgia and nationalism. Inspired by the visuals found in flags and graphic logos, Tantra dramatically transforms galleries and public spaces with murals and sculptural installations. Overall, there is an outward and optimistic tone in the work reflected in the playful use of space and powerful command of visual imaginary.

Sinta Tantra will be showing new domestic scale work following large commissions she has created to date for the Government Art Collection, Transport For London and Canary Wharf London.

The Return to Silence is the first Adam Ball edition. It forms part of the Taman Negara series, first shown in 2009 in Gagosian Gallery and Paul Kasmin Gallery, New York. The Taman Negara Rainforest in Malaysia is the oldest rainforest in the world. Untouched by the ice age glaciers, it has remained essentially the same for the last 130 million years. This work reflects the timelessness and tranquillity of this isolated world.
